School Improvement Plan:
Goal – 
By June 2026, Perth Andover Middle School will improve behavioral engagement by creating a student-centered learning environment. 100% of teachers will intentionally incorporate the three learning styles in classroom instruction. We aim to see a 10% increase in positive responses to items aligned with questions 6, 12, 20, and 54 of the 2024 provincial student survey. Progress will be monitored through in-house student surveys, administration walkthroughs, and teacher self-assessments following each reporting period.

Strategies - 
· Through videos and group discussion, learn about UDL (universal design for learning). 
· Create an inventory of each student’s learning style.
· Define staff learning style and learn more about each style.
· Apply new style to learning plans and share with peers. 
· Create a subcommittee to define next steps for SIP.
