· EECD Long term recommendations 2.1 Revitalizing Middle school block 
PAMS Focus will be on learner-to-learner relationships - Learners actively listen and show respect to others, trying to understand different perspectives. 

Our Strategies will include: Staff will co-construct what respect interactions - looks like / sound like / feels like  (Jan. 12th , 2026).  Classroom connections time will focus on respectful interactions through group activities (Feb – June 2026) 

The school improvement connections – positive learner to learner relationships is a prerequisite to the implementation of engaging learning strategies.  

· EECD Long term recommendation 3.1: Encouraging Movement – 
PAMS has been accepted in this LTR with a focus on Physical Activity and Wellness.  Our project is to construct a trail in the wooded area behind the school.  The PAMS Champion for this project is Chantal Gallant 

· Youth Check in Results: 
164 students from PAMS participated in the survey (November 2025).  The results showed the following: 
Mental health : 71% of students report good to excellent mental health, 20% seek emotional support frequently (more than 4 times)

School Relevance: 85% of students find their learning skills useful, 74% feel cultural pride from school teachings.

School Relatedness: 79% have supportive adults at school, yet only 66% feel part of the community and 62% feel peer support.

PAMS Staff meeting tomorrow will review this data as a group and offer feedback on how we can take the data and make suggestions for actions to aid in improving this coming year. 

#2 SIP Update- 
GOAL: By June 2026, Perth Andover Middle School will improve behavioral engagement by creating a student-centered learning environment. 100% of teachers will intentionally incorporate the three learning styles in classroom instruction. 
PAMS staff had 1.5 Professional learning days devoted to the plan.  Nov 10th/ Dec 5; 
 Nov. 10th - activities included Learning Style Inventory PL for teachers, time to reflect on student learning styles of our students and planning time to intentionally incorporate new strategies to meet the learning style of their students in lesson plans.   
 Dec 5th. Half day where Support staff and Teachers focused on a particular subject area to plan activities that meet the three learning styles to engage all students in learning.

#4 DEC Report: (Sofia Rodriquez Gallagher) 
Policies Review- DEC chair shared that committee is concerned about new school plans approved in past and now reviewing in December it appears things have changed for example: (Edmundston; day care/ School being built for less student than the demands- starting off with overcrowding)  Bath school not on docket, etc.
New Budget- PAMS did not get selected for parking lot improvement. Overall, it was shared that there are concerns from the DEC committee for what was chosen for budget items and  two councilors looking into appeal process. 
ADM- Education plan visited DEC meeting to gain feedback on plan. DEC members suggested reviewing 2010 targets when things were going well. What programs were cut?
